Why teach a second language to young children? 

There is a period in the development of young children when they are particularly receptive to 

languages. Dr. Montessori frequently compared the young mind to a sponge "they will learn a 

language without formal instruction and without the conscious tedious effort which an adult 

must make to master a foreign tongue".  The vocal chords of a child are supple enough to re-

produce the sounds of a new language naturally, their ear is so acute at this stage and they 

lack the self-consciousness which will later inhibit them. Quite simply – the younger the better. 
 

But can we ever speak French like the French? 

Accuracy in pronunciation is a skill most children acquire quickly. They are excellent imitators, 

so they can achieve near native pronunciation - if taught by a native speaker.  
 

What are the lessons like? 

The lessons are totally in French. Children have the ability to absorb a language easily, as they 

show learning their mother tongue. Through a similar language learning process they learn 

French effortlessly and acquire a good accent. The children will also celebrate many French 

customs and learn about the French culture with special events such as Bastille Day, La galette 

des rois, Mardi Gras, etc. 
 

What are the teachers like? 

Qualified and experienced native French teachers: The lessons are taught by a team of dy-

namic, caring and dedicated teachers. They are very sensitive to the needs of children and 

are passionate about teaching.  
 

When do lessons take place and what is the cost? 

The half hour lessons take place on Tuesday afternoons, 3:00-4.00p.m.  The fees are £75 per 

term.
